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DA QING IMPERIAL POST PERIOD (1897—1911)
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Before the arrival of Dollar Chops, Pa Kua handstamps replaced Customs datestamps sometime in March 1897 to cancel
stamps on cover with Customs datestamps alongside to denote place and date of despatch. According to “Explore
Dollar Daters (1897-1913)” by Philatelic Writers” Club, earliest usage of Dollar Chop from Canton is July 1897, but
the following oval Imperial Post Office Canton datestamp existed after March and ending July 1897, probably used by a
branch office which opened for business at this time. After Canton Head Office received 3 Dollar Chops, it could retain one
and use remaining two for its branch offices, hence the used of the Imperial Post Office Canton oval datestamp hitherto
used by its branch office ceased.
