The Boxer Movement in 1900 to expel foreigners and revive Qing Dynasty had resulted in Allied Troops
entering Peking and Tientsin when post offices in Peking were burnt down and all postal cancellations lost.
After situation returned normal, Peking Post Offices resumed business on January 1, 1901 and inspired by
the diversity of oval shaped bilingual datestamps used by Weihaiwei and Kioachow, similar types were also
adopted for the main and branch offices, differentiated by 1. Size, 2. Type of ornament: 5, 6 or 8 pointed
stars, ball or diamond shape etc. 3. Position of the ornaments, 4. Whether there is dot after month or 5.
Hyphen between month and date and 6. Arrangement of dd/mm/yy or mm/dd/yy. Only the branch office at
Mule and Horse Market Street adopted Peking Sub-Office No. 1. Other post offices in Chihli Province
followed Peking’s example and developed their own bilingual oval datestamps, used from Chengting,
Paoting, Chin Wang Tao, Shanhaikwan and Shunte, there is also a Chinese language type from Shuntefu.

It has been reported in early philatelic magazine that a renowned collector successfully secured from an
auction, a lot of junk low stamps on individual pieces, cancelled to order by Peking branch office No. 7
datestamp of 9™ year 5™ month 13™ day, which corresponded to July 1, 1917 the first day of the abortive
restoration, the datestamp is coarsely made, probably in a hurry or perhaps it is fabricated. These pieces
appeared in John Bull’s end of month auction thirty odd year ago and as you have guessed, I secured this
lot and the scans are included here for record purposes. Please note that all stamps have paper selvege at
top with printed numbers, moreover the junk stamps had been placed horizontally when applying the
postmark and this seems to convey special hidden meaning?
