After
they came abreast of our anchorage again, they began firing but
ceased when the Japanese Admiral frem the Japanese Cruicer
Tsushima went on board the Chiaege flagship and told them they
were endangering our safety. At 4:00 p. m. we steamed up to
Wauchang to get our Captain who had just returned from the _
walled city with a large number of missicnaries, he came aboard “I“H “I“_ H
and we dropped back to our old rnchorage. During the day we
belted 9000 rounds of ammuniton and mounted two colts auto-
matic guns. Later in the afterncon a large fire started in the
upper end of Hankow and raged on nearly all night. In the
evening &l foreign ships sent equipped lending forces ashore ta
patrol their respective Concessions, we sending a large party
from the Helena.
